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TOURNAMENT RULES 
All EGFC sanctioned events shall be fished in accordance with current GFAA rules (available at 
www.gfaa.asn.au or via GFAA journal or contact EGFC) and within the regulations of the current  
Department of Fisheries, Department of Transport and Department of Environment and Conservation. 
On registration, anglers must provide proof of current membership with EGFC or a club affiliated with 
GFAA.  Failure to do so, will require the angler to join EGFC as a member.  Only registered anglers may 
participate in any act which contributes to the tagging of a fish. 
All EGFC competitions will be fished within a radius of 60 nautical miles from the Exmouth Post Office, 
from a boat at sea, with a minimum of two anglers using IGFA rated line only.  EGFC gulf limits  
apply: Maximum 10kg line class to be used within boundary of Exmouth Gulf. See EGFC for further de-
tails. 
Anglers will fish only from the boat on which they are registered. Permission to change boats during the 
competition must be applied for in writing to the committee and each request will be judged on its merits. 
Individual angler points will only be transferable in the event of irreparable breakdown of the original boat. 
Juniors are anglers who have not yet attained the age of 16 years by the 27th of Oct 2011.   
All boats MUST be fitted with operational VHF radio and are required to log on and off each day of the 
competition with Betta Billfish Base on Channel 21. 
Each tagged fish is to be radioed in to Betta Billfish Base on channel 21.  Details to be given are: Species,  
estimated weight, line class, angler, boat, and time of tagging. 
FULLY COMPLETED tag cards must be handed in EACH day to the weigh master, unless arranged prior. 

POINTS SCORING 
This is a tag and release only event for billfish species.  NSW billfish tags MUST only be used to qualify.  

Points will be allocated as follows. 
On any line class between and including 1-15kg sailfish/spearfish  = 400points per tagged fish 
On any line class between and including 1-15kg marlin/broadbill = 500points per tagged fish 
On any line class between and including 24-60kg sailfish/spearfish  = 300points per tagged fish 
On any line class between and including 24-60kg marlin/broadbill  = 400points per tagged fish 

Fishing will commence on Friday the 28th of October at 8am.  Any fish tagged on each day  
SECTIONS  

All sections will be awarded to the HPS highest point scoring in each section.  In the event of a draw it will 
come down to lightest average line class followed by time of capture. 

1. Champion Junior Angler Tag and Release Billfish. Prizes valued at $500.00
