Exmouth Classic 2011 Rules
Fishing Rules & Regulations

1. All anglers are to abide by Fisheries WA Recreational Fishing rules and regulations.
2. All anglers are to abide by Department of Transport rules and regulations.

3. Power-driven reels of any kind are prohibited. This includes motor, hydraulic or electrical driven reels.
4. Fish must be captured by rod and reel, manual snapper winch or handline. No spear fishing or harpooning allowed.
5. All fish must be captured within 60 nautical miles of the EGFC premises.
6. All fish presented must be of edible quality, this quality will be determined by the Weighmaster and that decision will be final and binding.

7. All fish must be presented at the EGFC gantry on the day of capture, prior to the advertised closing time of the gantry/weigh-in for that day.
Section Winners

1. The winner of each section will be the angler who captures the heaviest fish of that sections nominated species.
2. A fish must weigh heavier than a current placing to take that placing on the leader board. An equal weigh will take the next lower position.

3. The Coral Trout section includes Coronation Trout.

Champion Boat
1. Only the heaviest 4 fish for each species on the leader board will count for this section.

2. Points will accrue as per the following;
1st place = 400pts, 2nd place = 300pts, 3rd place = 200pts, 4th place = 100pts

Example: 2nd place in Heaviest Red Emperor, 1st place in Heaviest Rankin Cod , 4th place in Heaviest Mackerel and 3rd place in Heaviest Jobfish = 300+400+100+200 = 1000 points.
3. Each boat can only accrue one lot of points from each section. In the event that a boat has two eligible fish in one section, only the higher scoring fish will count towards Champion Boat points.
4. If tied on points, the boat with the heaviest aggregate weight of eligible fish will be declared the winner.
Boat Auction

1. 50% of the Boat Auction pool money will be awarded to the person buying the Champion Boat.

2. 30% of the Boat Auction pool money will be awarded to the person buying the Runner Up Champion Boat.

3. 20% of the Boat Auction pool money will be retained by EGFC.
Conduct

1. All competitors will participate in a sportsmanlike manner.

2. The committee reserves the right to penalise any boat/angler by deduction of points or disqualification for conduct they consider detrimental to the competition or the EGFC.
Protests
1. A verbal intention to protest must be made to the Weighmaster as soon as possible by the protestor. This is to enable the Weighmaster to preserve any evidence that may be needed by the Committee if the fish is presented before the protestor can attend the Gantry.
2. All protests must be lodged with the Weighmaster in writing with a $100 deposit which will be refunded if the protest is upheld.

3. Protests must be lodged by the advertised closing time of the gantry on the day the fish was captured. No protests will be accepted after that time. The Committee will consider all protests as soon as possible after receipt.

4. The Committee’s decision is final and the affected parties will be notified ASAP.
